Fundraising Codes 

� A gift should always be identified with 
three main components 

– Where did the gift come from? 

- What is the gift for? 

- Which account is the income going into? 



Fundraising Codes



Acquisition code

� Where did the donor come from? 



Campaign Code

� A campaign is a series of activities designed to generate 
money for a specific goal or objective. Campaigns are 
not required by iMIS and not all organisations use them. 

� However, campaigns are useful for generating and 
tracking money that is targeted for a specific goal. For 
example: $50,000 for general donations.  

� This code addresses the question at a top-level What is 
the donor responding to?  



Campaign Code



Appeal Code

� An appeal is a short-term activity, such as 
a mass mailing, a telephone solicitation, or 
a fax blitz, that may be connected to a 
particular campaign or fund. 

� This code addresses the question Where 
did the gift come from? 



Fundraising Coding 



Appeal Expenses

� iMIS allows fundraisers to track and 
manage their appeal expenses from copy, 
postage, letter and to other associated 
costs. 

� You are able to define more than one 
appeal expense to an appeal. These can 
also be categorised.



Fundraising Coding 



Distribution Code

� Distributions allow you to predefine 
combinations of funds, campaigns and appeals. 
When a gift is received it is usually distributed 
among a fund, a campaign, and an appeal. A 
distribution does not have to include a campaign 
or appeal. The distribution also determines the 
general ledger income account to be credited. 

� This code is used to answer the question Which 
account is the income going into?

Begin Date: 01 September 2009
End Date: 07 September 2009

Goal: $20,000 



Appeal: NAW 

An appeal is a short-term activity – segment, email, DM

Title: NAW-Active Donors 
Code: NAW-ACTIVE

Description: Segment description. 

Campaign: NAW 
Fund: ASTH 

Appeal Type: DM (Direct mail)

Goal: $2,000 e.g. 
Begin: 01/08/2009 

End: 01/10/2009

Dropped: 750



Distribution: NAW

Distribution
The distribution also determines the general 

ledger income account to be credited.

� AMOUNT = Gift amount (noted as credit)
